THINGS TO KNOW

» Need to Cancel? A nonrefundable fee of 15% is included in each registration. Partial
refunds will be granted for cancellations received before the second class meeting. We
cannot refund for missed classes. In the rare instance that a teaching artist determines he
or she cannot meet the needs of a student, the student’s full tuition will be reimbursed.

» Methods of Paying: No installment payments. Space cannot be held before receiving
full payment. A $20 fee is assessed for bad checks. If an agency, business, or other organi-
zation is paying student fees, payment is due at the time of registration. (Purchase orders
or intent to pay notification cannot be accepted. We do accept Visa, MasterCard, Discover
and American Express.)
